SAMPLE CASE STUDIES - HOSPITALITY

1-LODGING

You are the supervising clerk at the front desk when a business person arrives following a delayed flight. None of the sleeping rooms are available for check in and the customer must shower and change clothing for a meeting in 30 minutes. How would you handle the situation so the customer could prepare for the scheduled meeting?  What accommodations could you make?

2-RECREATION, AMUSEMENTS, AND ATTRACTIONS

You are the manager of an amusement park and the main roller coaster malfunctions trapping 16 people at the highest level for one hour before repairs can be made and the roller coaster restarted.   The temperature is currently 95 degrees Fahrenheit.  How would you calm the nerves of the riders and reassure them that they are not in danger.  How will you comp the 16 persons affected by this inconvenience?

3-RESTAURANTS AND OTHER FOOD SERVICES

For years you have managed a small restaurant featuring home-cooked specialties.  A nationwide chain has recently bought the restaurant and you have stayed on as the manager.  The menu has changed, service is poor, and the clientele is complaining.  Your job will be in jeopardy if business declines.  How will you manage your staff to solve these problems?

4-TRAVEL AND TOURISM

Your company has contracted your charter bus company to take a group of senior citizens from an assisted care center on a sight-seeing tour of the fall leaves.  As the bus is traveling down the mountain the brakes on the bus go out and the driver chooses to crash into the side of the mountain rather than drive over the cliff.  Nine people suffer minor injuries and the families of those on the bus are upset and the media is making a circus out of the situation.  What can you do to smooth the situation with the families, protect the integrity of the bus company, and recognize the quick thinking ability of the bus driver?
