1. Be sure your chapter is affiliated with nationals by November 30th.  This qualifies your members to participate state STAR events and helps you avoid late fee charges.  See the state policies on the state website, www.iafccla.org
2. Familiarize yourself with the STAR Events Manual that is online at the national website, www.fcclainc.org  and linked at our state website. This manual contains general information, adviser resources, and all the rules and guidelines for STAR events.  This manual is followed at the state level as well.

3. Start by surveying their areas of interest so you can help them narrow their focus and choose a project.  The FCCLA Planning Process is a great way to help them think about their concerns/interests. The FCCLA planning process is found in the introduction of the STAR Events Manual.  

4. Have members indicate their STAR Event choice and go over the event guidelines with them.  This can be done individually or with a group of interested members. First, check the categories and eligibility sections of the event to be sure members qualify.  Stress the use of the FCCLA planning process for developing their project.  The rubrics for each event are a good resource for students to use when planning their projects. Knowing how they will be evaluated gives them a good checklist for their project.

5. Start small.  If this is your first year with FCCLA and/or STAR events, keep the scope limited so you don’t feel overwhelmed.   The following STAR Events are suggested for, but not limited to, beginners:

a. Chapter Service Project—Service projects are likely to already be in your chapter’s program of work so they are ready to go.

b. Illustrated Talks—A wide range of topics can be used in this event and may already be part of your curriculum.

c. National Programs in Action—National programs are great ways to choose individual or chapter projects and they coordinate with your FCS curriculum for integration in the classroom.  

6. Determine when your district’s STAR events will be held and follow registration guidelines for that.  Members must participate in district competition in order to advance to state.

7. If your members qualify for state STAR Events competition, the registration deadline is February 10th and all forms are online at the state website.
